I am going to build a super moto style bike for the street using a kz550 to power it.  I found a wrecked 1982 kz550 in the local craigslist and decided to pick her up.  I striped the bent frame of all its parts and that is where i am at now.  I have a 96'yz125 that i have striped to the bone in order to get it ready for the kz550 heart transplant.  I have weights the yz and kz engines to find that the kz(146lbs) weights 103lbs more than the yz(43lbs).  I'm sure i will have a lot of electrical questions since i have to wire the bike from scratch along will quite a few engine questions i'm sure.  The only two other bikes i have owned was a 1981 honda twin star and a 96' ninja 600r both of which never gave me any problems so working on bikes is something new (I work on cars a lot).  Any way here are a few pics of everything.

Also, now that i have trimmed the gas tank to clear the carbs i need to figure a way to seal up the huge hole in the bottom of the tank.  I went and bought a plastic welder from harbor freight and i dont know if its the welder or just maybe i cant weld plastic but, it didn't work very well. Usually doesn't matter, because the coils don't have polarity. On each coil, attach bat+ to one of the ignition coil primary winding terminals, and attach signal wire from ignition to that same coil's other primary winding terminal.

As far as engine "running," a good fully charged battery should allow running with only the coils attached and powered. Unnecessary to have any of the charging system connected such as alternator, rectifier, regulator, or associated wiring. This is called a "total loss" ignition system, whereby the engine may perform normally until the battery runs down. Racers sometimes use it to reduce weight and gain left turn cornering clearance (by eliminating the alternator and alternator cover).   

Besides the ignition wiring and charging system wiring, how much chassis wiring is intended for lights and such? :unsure:

I know on car coils such as an aftermarket msd coil if you switch the two primary wires it will blow the coil (a buddy had this happen).  I really dont want to take a chance unless i cant figure out for sure which terminal gets B+ and which gets ground.  

I want to have the entire bike wired before i start it.  For now i'm not going to put any lights on it but, when i do it wont be much wiring.  Just a couple more circuits.  Once for the turn signals and the other for head light, tail light, and license plate light.  Not that bad at all.  

Since all the alternator wires are yellow i take it that it does not matter which yellow wire it goes to on the rectifier box?

The KZ550 can be made to run without a battery if you don't mind push starting (which is what I do on my red gpz). It's actually real easy in third gear, if you can get it into third.  KZ's have a positive neutral finder so it only shifts into 1st or neutral when it's not moving (just FYI), but if you play around with the shifter and rock the bike back and forth you can usually get it into 2nd sooner or later. From there, you can shift up through all the rest of the gears.

The manual is wrong. The kz550 coils for Kaw electronic ignitions were all 2.4 to 2.7 ohms. The '82 550's came with Kaw electronic ignitions, not points. I believe only the 1980 KZ550A had points.

I made my new rear brake pedal and started to trim up the drive sprocket cover so it will fit.  Any one know where i could get the cheapest set of exhaust collars or can you make them out of this wall pipe cut to length? The Mac 4-into-1 systems for KZ 550's don't use the half collars or removable clamps. They just welded a sleeve over the ends of the tubes and had the clamps permanently stuck on the pipes. You could do the same thing. Just make sure the overall outer diameter of the header pipes doesn't exceed the diameter of the recess in the head.

Or you can jsut wait it out on ebay. The half collars and clamps come up pretty often.

Also, make sure ther are no old copper crush rings still stuck to the head. That is very common. When I used to build bicycles, I found using a chain that was too wide for the sprocket led to the chain twisting more. If the sprockets weren't lined up perfectly, it was more likely to come off if it wasn't the right width.

What weight oil would you suggest?  It seem from what i have researched that air cooled bikes like the thicker oil (mine doesn't have the oil cooler).  Right now i put some 20w-50 in there but, that is more less just to flush it out.  With not having an oil cooler i was thinking that 10w40 might break down quickly.  What weight and brand oil do you recommend?

I cruise at 6k RPM all the time, but it's at like 75 mph. The motor doesn't mind, but it would seem wierd with the motor screaming and not moving.

I updated the speed calculator for 44T.

I use 10W40 up in Chicago. That's because the temp can drop down into the 40's in the fall. In hotter climates I would use 20W50. Actually, I run 20W50 on one of my "looser" motors. So either weight should work. Those two are just bowl vents. Stick a vac hose on each one and route them with their open ends up and out of the way in case the bike tips over. Originally on the kz550's they went up under the tank/seat area and just open ended there. A tiny bit of air will flow back and forth into those ports, but not really any steady flow. Make sure there is no restriction in the hoses so the bowl don't get de-pressurized. I would not even put a filter on them.

The single vac port on the far right carb (#4) is for the vacuum petcock on the kz550's. I would just do a preliminary sync by looking at light through the bottom of the slides. I have a lot of notes on sync tools, and some of the home made ones have a few problems. Here's my notes:

The most important thing is to make rigid restrictors and put them as close as possible to the intake manifolds. Plastic or wood restrictors are not ideal since they can act like mini-check valves. The restrictors should have the smallest hole possible so the manometer won't affect the vacuum inside the manifolds, but merely read the vacuum.

I'm not sure if we covered it in this thread, but you can eliminate the air injection system. That's the two big ports on top of the valve cover. Just plug them. If they leak air, you will get backfiring in the exhaust. Also plug the ports on the intake manifolds.

The PCV is the round cover on the trans with the port sticking up. It will spit out water vapor and oil mist. Some people just put a breather filter on the port. Usually, that indicates an air leak in the manifold boots or the port caps. In your application, all of that should be plugged. 

There is a small chance that it's caused by other things. Maybe it's the syncing, or maybe it's the jetting. 

With open exhaust, you are probably still lean on the main and the needle. If you add a shim, you probably want a full 1mm shim. I found that adding a shim works better if you add a shim wire to stop the needle retainer form pinching the needle clip/shim. details here:

Yes, very true. Everytime you mess with the carbs the sync can get way off. I've had my carbs on and off several times this year. Everytime requires a sync. If you adjust the needles (on a stock bike it can be done without taking the carbs off) the carbs absolutely will need to be synced again. I've synced my carbs probably half a dozen times, at least, this season. I have to do it again since I shimmed the needles again. (many times, only because I'm doing a study with the wideband o2 sensor to get some data for the 550's using TK's.)

You have a lot of jetting/needle/air-screw adjustments ahead of you, so you will probably want to get some sort of synicing tool of your own.

.5 turns out is not all that bad.  You really don't want to do the final adjustment on that yet. It's the one setting that will need to be fine adjusted right after a sync. I wouldn't up the pilot till you know for sure the needles have to be set at .5 turns. (That is, after a good sync). Then maybe go larger so you can get in the 1 to 2 turn range.  (Stock is like 1-3/8, I think.)

The reason, if your sync is off, your throttle positiin will be off on several carbs. As the throttle opens the mixture should go leaner up to about 1/8 to 1/4 throttle. If yur idle position is not final, then your air-screw setting can't be final.

Tomorrow i plan to sync the carbs (attempt # 2) and get the stuff needed to make the choke fast idle adjustable (thanks loudhvx).  Earlier today when i adjusted the float level as best i could (time consuming as hell and my first timing do it).  After that i took out the plugs to take a look at them and seems like #1 was running lean compared to the others and that is the one i had to raise the float level the most.
